EMINENT DOMAIN BILL PASSES INTO LAW

In the past two legislative sessions, landowners argued that public service corporations should not be treated
differently than any other entity and attorneysr the landowners testified that the landowners were being forced

into the court system to fight for adequate compensation. Landowners that will be affected by the Brookings
CapX2020 line have been trying to repeal the public service corporation exemplibair voices have been heard

ant the bill that was presented to the House and the Senate was HF 1182, the eminent domain bill and it repealed
the public service corporation exemptions under eminent domain law. The bill was passed into law and hds severa
changes in the language and added definitions along with new regulations for the exercise of eminent domain and it
is encouraged to anyone who works in acquisition to get a copy of the new law and review the new language.

One of the key areas that fia changed is attorney fees. The law now states that if the final award for damages, as
determined at any level in the eminent domain process, is greater than 40 percent of the last written offer of
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
